Liberty Forge suffered a tragic loss by the sudden
death of “Alby “ Gerst on January 11, 2008, at
age 43. He was Vice President, Board Member,
Superintendent of Golf, Director of the Youth
Golf Camp and the visionary for Liberty Forge.

For almost a decade, his vision was to create a
recreational venue for the general public for per-
sons of all ages and interests. In addition to one
of the few all bent grass golf courses in Central
Pennsylvania, he developed the seven station
Youth Golf Camp, and more than ten other rec-
reational programs and activities.

School, he excelled in sports. As an adult, his
passions included his wife Jennifer, their three
sons, Logan, Tanner and Trevor, Shermans Dale
Youth Baseball, West Perry Youth Wrestling, and
church softball.
